Alternative Proposal to Develop Initial Program Targets for OJIDP Programs

As a result of the GAO review, Juvenile Justice Grants: DOJ Should Take Additional Actions to Strengthen Performance and Fraud
Risk Management (GAO-20-202), OJP received a recommendation to set performance targets for individual grant programs.

Accepted Methodology to Establish Initial Program Targets

0OJIDP has 26 programs for which targets were established (see Appendix A). We relied on historical Performance Measures Tool
(PMT) data to establish the initial targets. For each new JustGrants measure selected, we aligned it with a PMT legacy measure to
calculate the initial target. We looked at the last three calendar years (2019, 2020, and 2021) data for the initial target analysis. We
plan to use the initial three calendar years of JustGrants data for all OJIDP programs when the data becomes available to set a
revised target. The initial targets will be submitted for approval to the relevant OJIDP program Division and the OJIDP Administrator.
Once approved, targets will be shared with other entities within OJP, and will be shared via OJIDP’s website.
